There were three gifts brought by the Magi to the baby Jesus.  They prostrated themselves and did him homage.  Then they opened their 

treasures and offered him their gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh.  Gold was the most precious of all metals which symbolized the pre-

ciousness of the child.  Frankincense was a type of incense which was used by the priestly class in the temples and symbolized the baby as 

the high priest of all humanity.  Myrrh was a valuable and aromatic spice.  It comes from a large bush with a thin bark.  It appears when the 

bark is pierced and turns red, symbolizing the blood which will be shed when the side of Jesus is pierced.  The gifts brought by the Magi 

were later sold to pay for Mary, Joseph and Jesusõ escape to Egypt.
